The

Mud is carefully formulated to have maximum adhesion to wellies and wheelbarrows,

so as to make progress slow and considered. Brings a new meaning to "taking work

home with you" too.

We also have 50 tyres on site, and another 90 being delivered 9:30 am Monday 2nd

March, so if you are free and want to discover how easy it is to carry lots of scrap tyres

through thick mud, or just to have a laugh, then please turn up. 
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And we are starting to build the tyre towers on Tuesday. Plus we have Strawworks

running Tyre Foundations Courses in March, and will be getting them in May to do

Straw Bale Courses.

Myriapoda at the Natural History Museum) is an ardent

arachnophile who wants to share her passion for these

weird, wonderful and often beautiful creatures and aims to

dispel common myths and misconceptions with some

fascinating facts e.g. spiders often show a high level of

parental care with some actually regurgitating food for their

babies. With the aid of images and actual specimens from

the NHM’s scientific collections, Jan hopes to win you over to

the view that arachnids are fascinating beasts that are highly

adapted to their environment.
